2PC M12 X P1.25.
2PC M12 X P1.5.

12 pieces male adaptors (Euro Vehicles):
2PC M12 X P1.25.
2PC M12 X P1.5.
2PC M12 X P1.75.
2PC M14 X P1.25.
2PC M14 X P1.5.
2PC M16 X P1.5.

Step 1
Select the correct size wheel hub bolt (items A) and 
screw into the wheel hub.

Step 2
Position the the brake removal bar (item B) into the slots 
in the brake bolts and place the hook bar (item C) over 
the brake disk.
Tighten the wheel hub bolt (item A) by hand.

Step 3
Hold the hook bar (item C) in place, now tighten the 
threaded bar (item D) with a ratchet and socket/spanner 
until the brake disc comes of the wheel hub.
